
2010 Opportunity Fund 
High Priority Geographic Areas and Actions
The 2010 King Conservation District – Snoqualmie Watershed Forum Opportunity Fund Grant Program provides grants to landowners, organizations, agencies and member jurisdictions implementing projects within the boundary of the King Conservation District (KCD).  The grant program prioritizes project implementation on private property that address riparian and stream bank restoration, small scale fish passage improvements, and water quality protection and enhancement.  The High Priority Geographic Areas and High Priority Actions detailed below will be used to align the KCD and Snoqualmie Watershed Forum grant application review processes and rank grant applications for award.  Note that when one application proposing project implementation on private property ranks equally with another application proposing project implementation on public property, the tiebreaker will go to the project proposing implementation on private property.

High Priority Geographic Areas 
Priority geographic area criteria will be used to rank Opportunity Fund grant proposals.  Grant applications proposing activities within the priority geographic areas will be weighted higher than grant applications proposing activities outside the priority geographic areas.  Additionally, priority geographic areas will be used to generate a mailing list where a grant program announcement will be mailed. Note that grant applications proposing activities outside the priority geographic areas are eligible for funding.
· Lower Raging River (River mile 1.5 to SR 18) to address water quality problems and degraded salmon habitat. Recommended activities include knotweed eradication, riparian and stream bank restoration, and fish passage improvements on streams.  

· Lower Griffin Creek (mouth to River mile 3) to address degraded salmon habitat. Recommended activities include riparian and stream bank enhancement, fish passage improvements, and livestock exclusion fencing to protect aquatic habitat.
· Lower Cherry Creek (Snoqualmie floodplain and Rasmussen/Waterwheel Creeks) to address water quality problems and degraded salmon habitat. Recommended activities include riparian and stream bank enhancement, fish passage improvements on streams and ditches, and nutrient management and livestock exclusion fencing to protect aquatic habitat.
· Lower Ames Creek (Snoqualmie floodplain and small hillside tributaries) to address water quality problems and degraded salmon habitat. Recommended activities include riparian and stream bank enhancement, fish passage improvements on streams and ditches, and nutrient management and livestock exclusion fencing to protect aquatic habitat.
· Kimball Creek (mouth to North Bend Way) to address water quality problems. Recommended activities include riparian and stream bank enhancement, and nutrient management and livestock exclusion fencing to protect aquatic habitat.
High Priority Actions 
Priority action criteria will be used to rank Opportunity Fund grant proposals.  Grant applications addressing one or more of the priority actions will be weighted higher than grant applications addressing actions not included on the following list. Note that grant applications proposing activities not included on this list are eligible for funding.
· Removing complete and partial fish passage barriers that limit movement of adult and/or juvenile salmon where no downstream barriers are present and with consultation with a fish passage expert when barrier survey information is not available.
· Implementing pilot projects that enhance stream processes on alluvial fans while addressing sedimentation problems faced by landowners.
· Riparian and wetland enhancement in combination with permanent livestock exclusion fencing and nutrient management to protect aquatic habitat.
