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1. Draft Implementation Plan:

· Addresses monitoring and adaptive management for WRIA 9.

· Developed during summer 2006 by WRIA 9 staff, Technical Committee, and Anchor Environmental with review and comment on draft during September 2006.

· Implementation approach focuses on project effectiveness monitoring.

· Briefing of Steering Committee and Forum in January 2007.

2. Project Monitoring Funding to Come From:

· The Puget Sound Salmon Recovery Council (of which Forum Chair Steve Mullet is a member) agreed to ask the legislature to fund monitoring in each watershed of Puget Sound.  The suggested funding amount is $5 million annually for watersheds throughout Puget Sound.
· Individual project construction budgets.

· King Conservation District grants and other grants.

3. Why Monitor?

· Keeps us accountable for implementing priority actions of the WRIA 9 Salmon Habitat Plan.

· Demonstrates to funders how projects are performing and to NOAA Fisheries if salmon recovery actions are achieving goals.
4. What Forum Members Should Consider Doing Soon:

· Communicate with State legislators in support of the Governor’s biennial budget request to support salmon recovery efforts including funding for capital projects and monitoring. 

· At January Meeting:  Charter a new Implementation Technical Committee and its membership and agree to work to commit city/county staff to participate on the committee.
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
