RE:       Forum Meeting—Wednesday, November 14, 2007
The next meeting of the WRIA 9 Watershed Forum (and its last meeting of 2007) is Wednesday, November 14th, 2:30 to 5:00 p.m., Tukwila Community Center.  Map and driving directions are available.
Attached are the meeting agenda and the summary of the July 18, 2007 Forum meeting. 
The primary purpose of the meeting is to consider the 2008 WRIA 9 Forum/King Conservation District projects and programs that the Management Committee recommends that the Forum approve.  The revenue to fund the proposed projects and programs is from the 2007 Special District Assessment.  The Management Committee Recommended 2008 WRIA 9 KCD Budget is attached.

Also attached is a “housekeeping” budget proposal—approval to use unspent funds collected by the 2006 Special District Assessment.  The Management Committee Recommended 2007 WRIA 9 KCD Budget is attached.  Of the projects included in this budget,  new project proposals to which unspent 2006 funds are proposed to be allocated include: Algona Wetlands (a joint project with the King Conservation District, WRIA 9, and Algona); Beaconsfield on the Sound; North Wind’s Weir; and the Nearshore Workshop.
Another key agenda item is the Forum consideration of the Steering Committee’s Recommended Amendments to the WRIA 9 Salmon Habitat Plan.  The Steering Committee considered several proposals for adding habitat projects to the Salmon Habitat Plan based on information provided to the Committee by potential project sponsors and WRIA staff members.  The Steering Committee also recommends that WRIA staff develop a policy to include in future plan amendment recommendations regarding armoring issues in the nearshore.  The Management Committee reviewed the Steering Committee’s recommendations and supports the changes.  The Steering Committee Recommended WRIA 9 Salmon Habitat Plan Amendments are attached.

Regarding the action to approve Mayor Mullet as “interim chair” for a limited period of time in 2008 (Agenda Item VIII), the Management Committee would like to take the first couple months of 2008 to work with elected officials, including newly elected officials, to tee up a recommendation on a new chair.  Mayor Mullet has graciously offered to serve for a limited period of time as chair in 2008 until a new chair is identified.
We also will briefly discuss the draft 2008 WRIA 9 Lobbying Plan, which is attached.  Also attached is the 2008 Meeting Schedule.
