Principles for Re-Direction of the Shared Endeavor Fund

Total Fund Allocation:  $100,000
Project Goal:  This funding was approved by the WRIA 9 Forum in the 2008 WRIA 9 King Conservation District (KCD) budget as a match for joint projects with the KCD.  While the KCD remains interested in this partnership, the KCD is not ready to begin this shared endeavor in 2008.  It is our intention to use the $100,000 for 2008 towards projects consistent with the following principles:
· Leverage other funds, including the Pioneers in Conservation grant program.  This program provides grants that target actions that improve farms and recover salmon, bringing communities together in recovery efforts.
· Target restoration opportunities on properties in the Newaukum Basin.  As a result of WRIA 9 outreach effort, six property owners within the basin have expressed interest about cooperatively working to restore habitat on their properties.
· Work cooperatively with the King County Small Habitat Restoration Program (SHRP), which builds low-cost projects in unincorporated King County that enhance and restore streams and habitat.
· Fulfill the intent and concept of the King Conservation District’s program for providing incentives for private property owners to protect and restore habitat, including cost-sharing projects with the King Conservation District.

· Provide an education/awareness component (e.g., newsletter) so that the accomplishments are widely publicized.
