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State Funding Legislation for 2009-2011 Biennium
Goal: 

Establish a dedicated funding source to implement Puget Sound Action Agenda including: 
· Puget Sound Salmon Recovery Plan implementation including:
· Funding for dedicated staff and technical expertise to carry out recovery projects at the state and local levels

Legislation:

· Total of $4.485 million statewide in operating funds for Lead Entity Program (PL-NC Lead Entity) 
· Capital funding to implement conservation (acquisition) and restoration priorities of the watershed salmon habitat plans

Legislation:

· $33 million for Puget Sound Acquisition and Restoration Fund in the Puget Sound Partnership budget request

· $7 million for Estuary and Salmon Restoration Program in the Puget Sound Partnership budget request ($26 million would allow funding of most of the proposed and prepared projects in WRIAs 7, 8, 9, and 10 that are on the ESRP list)
· Funding Puget Sound 2009 Economic Stimulus Projects as identified by the Puget Sound Partnership (2/3/09) including:

· North Winds Weir restoration construction in Tukwila - 
$2 million

· Big Spring Creek restoration construction near Enumclaw - $1.9 million

· Fenster Levee off-channel and floodplain restoration construction in Auburn - $589,000

· Seahurst Environmental Learning Center building construction in Burien - $450,000
· Funding for status and trends monitoring of salmon and steelhead recovery at the Puget Sound and watershed (WRIA) scales 
Legislation:

· Puget Sound/Coastal Monitoring in Puget Sound Partnership budget request

· Support of local government efforts to protect Puget Sound from the effects of stormwater runoff including:

· Funding to retrofit existing urban drainage systems

· Funding to help meet National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) stormwater permit requirements
State Non-Funding Legislation 2009


Goals (in descending priority order): 

1) Update and better enforce provisions of the Growth Management Act and Shoreline Management Act that protect water quality and habitat.
Legislation:

· Amendment to RCW 90.58: An act relating to regulatory relief for properties impacted by shifts in shoreline location due to habitat restoration projects and amending RCW 90.58 

Example legislation:

· Establishing tighter restrictions on bulkhead construction, repair, and replacement
2) Use ecological monitoring to track progress and provide accountability at the Puget Sound and watershed levels. 
Legislation:

· Monitoring the status and trends of Puget Sound health (for example, land cover changes and fish population numbers)
3) Promote low impact development such as pervious paving, rain gardens, and bioswales
