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Habitat Plan Implementation 
· Facilitate the implementation and monitoring of the WRIA 9 Salmon Habitat Plan.  Develop monitoring products.
· Implement adaptive management.   Convene and manage the Implementation Technical Committee or ad-hoc committee.  Develop specific products to satisfy federal, state, and regional requirements and needs.

· Prepare two-three page report on achievements at end of year.
· Assist prioritizing, sequencing, and tracking projects and programs.  Work with partners to implement specific projects and secure funding.
· Provide technical assistance and policy analysis of funding mechanisms to advance the understanding of the mechanisms and their selection and application.
Capital Projects Implementation
· Support cross-jurisdictional implementation of projects identified as WRIA priorities (e.g., projects funded by the watershed allocation of King Conservation District funds, Puget Sound Partnership, State Salmon Recovery Funding Board, economic stimulus, Aquatic Lands Enhancement Account, Estuary and Salmon Restoration Program, Puget Sound Acquisition and Restoration, Conservation Futures, and other funds).
· Help to establish partnerships and seek funding for high priority capital projects (and under guidance from the Watershed Coordinator, assign specific projects to Habitat Plan Implementation and Public Outreach Coordinator as appropriate).
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
