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On June 9, 2010 we received notice from the Washington Recreation and Conservation Office (RCO) that WRIA 9 has a remaining Puget Sound Acquisition and Restoration (PSAR) balance of $131,744 from the 2009-2011 legislative funding.  These funds became available as a result of the Green River Restoration-Pautzke project close-out.  Essentially, the project was completed under the original budget and the remaining funds are now available for allocation to other WRIA 9 SRFB/PSAR projects that are either under an existing contract or proposed for this year’s grant cycle.

In addition, The Salmon Funding Recovery Board (SRFB) made a decision on August 11 regarding final funding amounts for the 2010 grant round.  This decision resulted in an additional $38,191 for WRIA 9 for this year’s projects.  
 I have identified two projects in which we can efficiently use the PSAR and additional SRFB funding.  The first is additional funding for a 2009 SRFB project, Fenster Levee Setback, for construction.  As you know, this project is the final piece of the entire Fenster-Pautzke complex.  The project sponsor, the City of Auburn, recently determined that they had under-budgeted for the project and were seeking additional funding.  I propose allocating $100,000 of the PSAR funds towards this, which would ensure successful completion of the Fenster construction.  This funding would be in addition to the $304,103 already awarded by the SRFB to the City of Auburn.
The second project, Duwamish Gardens Design, is one of this year’s proposed projects in the 2010 SRFB grant round.  We had originally allocated $127,353 of this year’s SRFB funds towards the project.  During the budget preparation with the City of Tukwila for the SRFB grant, we recognized that additional funding would be needed beyond the available SRFB allocation.  An additional $31,744 of PSAR and $38,191 of new SRFB funds would be instrumental towards completing the funding package for this project.  

Brian Abbott, Salmon Section Manager at the RCO, suggested having the WRIA 9 Watershed Ecosystem Forum provide feedback on this proposed allocation.  The Fenster project would require a cost increase amendment, but this will be far more efficient for the City of Auburn that applying for other grant funding sources.  The Duwamish Gardens project would simply require a change in the current PRISM grant application since the applications will not be closed for editing until August 25.  
The WRIA 9 staff recommend investing this money in a way that will result in all projects being successfully completed.
