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Salmon (and Water) in the Watershed
We have had difficulty finding chinook in the watershed now.  We finally located them at Safeway, where they are on sale for $5.99 per pound (they are Alaskan fish that have strayed badly).

Otherwise, there are a lot of happy coho fry poking around in the smaller streams of the watershed.

Water Supply Looking Good

Snowpack in the Green/Duwamish basin peaked this year as it normally does in early April.  At that time, snowpack contained 190,000 acre feet of water versus the average of 135,000 acre feet.  The well above average peak and the cool spring mountain air temperatures combined to delay the melting of the pack by a couple of weeks.  As of June 14, there was still about 17,000 acre feet of water in snowpack, which is unusual for that time of month. 

In a test associated with the Additional Water Supply Project, the pool elevation of the Howard Hanson Reservoir has been raised to 1,167 feet.  This elevation was reached on June 3 and is being held until June 30.  During the July 1-21 period, the reservoir will be drawn down with a targeted minimum flow of 1,200 cubic feet per second at Auburn for the benefit of steelhead.  This will use about 15,000 of the 50,000 acre feet of storage currently in the pool.  From September 21 to October 21, the minimum flow target will be 400 cfs at Auburn for the benefit of chinook.  Interim flow targets for the July 22 to September 20 period will be set at a meeting in early July. 
Near-Term Action Agenda Completed
As nearly all readers should know, the Steering Committee approved the Near-Term Action Agenda for salmon habitat conservation at its March 14 meeting.  Staff made agreed-upon revisions and publication was complete by May.  

For the NTAA to be worth the effort of the dozens of people who worked on it, it must be carried out!  Watershed Coordination Services staff are making briefings to city councils this summer; briefings also can be provided to city staff upon request. 

Each jurisdiction will be asked on an annual basis to report on its progress in carrying out the NTAA.  Steering Committee members and, we hope, the public will be increasingly interested in the results.

The NTAA is the second of the four products of the WRIA planning process.  The NTAA is an early, voluntary step to ameliorate some of the factors that are negatively affecting salmon and salmon habitat. It is an interim plan in effect until the Comprehensive Salmon Conservation Plan is completed.  The NTAA is expected to serve as a building block for the Plan.  The NTAA is a guide to actions local governments and other implementers can take in the next 2-5 years as resources and opportunities become available.  The NTAA is built on the scientific foundation of the Habitat Limiting Factors and Reconnaissance Assessment Report (December 2000).

Scoping Underway for Conservation Plan and Strategic Assessment
With the completion of the Near-Term Action Agenda, planning efforts now turn to the final two documents: the Strategic Assessment and the Conservation Plan.  The Strategic Assessment will answer key outstanding scientific/technical questions.  The answers will help in drafting the Conservation Plan.

The Technical Committee and Planning Work Group have primary responsibility for these efforts.  The two committees have had several joint meetings as part of the scoping process.  

Because the scoping process is extremely important in shaping the contents of the Conservation Plan and the Strategic Assessment, anyone interested should get involved now.

Interlocal Agreement News

In an example of efficient decisionmaking, the Forum on May 15 approved the 2003 budget for planning and coordination services provided through the Interlocal Agreement.  This was done two months ahead of schedule and allowed the Forum to cancel its July meeting.

Science News

Juvenile Salmonid Survival Framework Getting Underway 
In 2001, the WRIA 9 Technical Committee decided that its top research priority was the development of a juvenile salmonid survival research framework.  Therefore, the Committee allocated $50,000 of its King Conservation District funding to this project, and asked the City of Seattle to manage it.  The City of Seattle has added $25,000 to the WRIA funding to allow completion of the framework and scoping of 5-8 high priority research projects.  Seattle staff worked with the Technical Committee's juvenile salmonid survival subcommittee to develop the scope of work and select a consultant team of Natural Resource Consultants (Greg Ruggerone) who will work with Parametrix (Don Weitkamp).  Work on the project will begin in July with a workshop to begin developing the research framework. Scoping of Strategic Assessment

The WRIA 9 Technical Committee began scoping the Strategic Assessment in May 2002.  The committee decided that it will summarize information about historic and current salmon populations and habitat conditions using NMFS' Viable Salmonid Populations (VSP) guidance as an organizational tool.  The committee also will use VSP to identify, from a scientific perspective, the future habitat conditions necessary to support a viable salmonid population.  The Planning Work Group can use this information to develop action alternatives to achieve these future conditions. Scientists at Work

The following is a quick overview of some of the salmon-focused research underway this spring/summer in WRIA 9.  A more complete overview of studies/research underway can, of course, be found the new WRIA 9 Near-Term Action Agenda (Chapter 4) http://dnr.metrokc.gov/Wrias/9/NTAA/index.htm:
· Army Corps of Engineers and Tacoma Public Utilities are continuing salmonid habitat utilization studies in the Middle Green.  This is the third year of a habitat utilization study.

· Why it matters: Will help us understand how juvenile salmonids are using this part of the river and how long they spend there

· Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife, Army Corps of Engineers, and King County are conducting a  PIT tag study for outmigrating juvenile chinook this spring.  PIT (passive integrated transponder) tags allow scientists to monitor the migration and growth of individual chinook.  1,000 tags were placed in hatchery fish.  If enough presumably wild fish are captured at the screw trap at River Mile 33 (which is upstream of the Soos Creek hatchery), another 2,000 fish will be tagged.  Early indications are that we have fewer wild chinook juveniles this year than normal although the magnitude and causes are not clear.

· Why it matters: Will help us understand how, when, and where chinook use the river and possibly discover production bottlenecks.  This will help to focus restoration and evaluate the success of our conservation efforts.

· Mid-Sound Fisheries Enhancement Group have just wrapped up their operation of a smolt trap on the North Fork of Newaukum Creek.  Mid-Sound also monitors adult coho use of the North Fork of Newaukum Creek for spawning above where WDFW ends their surveys. 

· Why it matters: Will help us understand juvenile and adult fish (coho and trout) use on Newaukum Creek, an important tributary to the Green

· The City of Seattle is sponsoring development of methods to determine fish utilization of the nearshore in areas that can't be beach seined.  The work is being done under Si Simenstad, University of Washington, at locations near Shilshole Bay.  Included in the development of methods is the use of underwater videography using several approaches, snorkeling, and fixed nets that are staked at high tide and inventoried as the tide recedes.  Early trials of the staked nets appear to be very successful.

· Why it matters: It will enable us to investigate whether or not juvenile salmon use various  nearshore habitat types differentially. This will help us better direct restoration efforts on the nearshore.

· King County staff are surveying juvenile salmon at several past and future bank stabilization project sites in the Lower Green River as part of Green River Flood Control Zone District (GRFCZD) work.  This summer, staff are surveying at two locations where new bank stabilization projects are being constructed: Desimone in Tukwila and Pipeline in Kent (see related article below).  
· Why it matters: Will help us assess both the general value of the flood hazard reduction approach to mitigation and the success of specific projects.

· King County staff are continuing a sampling program begun last year to sample juvenile salmon outmigrants in the Lower Green.  In addition to seining juveniles at River Mile 13 as last year, the program is expanded to include sampling at Kellogg Island and North Wind Weir/Site 1 in the Duwamish.  Also this year, sampling began in January and will continue through September or until all the chinook juveniles have left the Duwamish.  Surprisingly, 3 different year classes of chinook (fry, 1 year olds and 2 year olds) were found in January 2002.

· Why it matters: Will help us understand growth, run timing and duration of juvenile fish in the Lower Green/Duwamish, including differences between hatchery and wild fish.  Understanding duration in the Duwamish estuary will help understand chinook habitat use/needs and the level of risk associated with pollutants.  It will also allow future measurement of success of watershed restoration efforts.

· King County has been conducting surveys to determine the presence or absence of bull trout in King County waterways with habitat characteristics highly suited to bull trout, but where the presence of self-sustaining populations has not been confirmed.  These areas include selected reaches of the Green River Gorge, Soos Creek, and Newaukum Creek.  A final report on the survey is due in August 2002.

· Why it matters:  Help us understand where and when bull trout are found in the WRIA 9 portions of King County in order to comply and assist with federal and state conservation and recovery mandates.

· King County's Green Water Quality Assessment program is monitoring temperature and dissolved oxygen on the Green River and its tributaries to identify warm water problem areas and sources of cool clean water for the Green.

· Why it matters: Will help us understand where temperature or dissolved oxygen conditions may be limiting for juvenile or adult salmonids and where improvements are needed

· King County staff are continuing a sampling program begun two years ago to sample juvenile salmonid timing, distribution, and abundance in the nearshore at Lincoln Beach, Seahurst Park, Maury Island Marine Park, KVI Beach, and several other locations on Vashon/Maury Islands.  Sampling began in May and is expected to continue through September.  Last year, through the collection and analysis of coded wire tagged fish, staff found use by juvenile chinook from as far away as the Marblemount Hatchery, over 92 miles away on the Skagit River. 

· Why it matters: Will help us understand timing and habitat use of juvenile salmonids in the nearshore environment.  Also included is a dietary analysis of juvenile chinook.  Some juveniles appear to be feeding heavily on terrestrial insects.  This will help us understand where to undertake further preservation and restoration efforts in the nearshore.

Nearshore Signs on Duty All the Time

People go to the beach even when the Beach Naturalists (see above) aren’t on duty.  To help educate people about the valuable nearshore resource, interpretive signs have been placed at four beaches in WRIA 9.  King County staff worked with the Cities of Des Moines, Normandy Park, and Burien to place the attractive and informative signs at Redondo Boardwalk (Des Moines), Des Moines Beach Park (Des Moines), Marine View Park (Normandy Park), and Seahurst Park (Burien).  This work was funded by a grant from the King Conservation District using funds originally provided by the Central Puget Sound cities of Burien, Des Moines, Normandy Park, SeaTac, and Seattle.

Shoreline Stewardship Guidebook

At the end of June, about 3,000 property owners along the Puget Sound shoreline will find a colorful, postcard-sized book in their mailboxes.  These new “Puget Sound Shoreline Stewardship Guidebooks” are full of information that will help shoreline property owners care for their beach or bluff while protecting their home.  The guidebook is tailored to meet the needs of King County residents and includes information on:

· Geology and erosion that can affect your property

· Taking advantage of natural shoreline protection

· Managing rain runoff

· Using native plants

· Controlling aggressive non-native plants

· Maintaining septic systems

Suggestions on how to protect water quality also are included.  The guidebook lists websites and phone numbers for learning more about particular topics.

Moving Dirt, Planting Trees

Green River Flood Control Zone District Projects

Construction of the Desimone Levee repair project located at River Mile 15.45 in the City of Tukwila began on June 17.  Construction on the Pipeline Levee repair project located at River Mile 22.0 in the City of Kent will begin on July 1.  These two projects, which are identified in the WRIA 9 Near Term Action Agenda, represent the final phase to repair and structurally stabilize damages to these flood protection facilities as a result of the 1995 and 1996 flood events.  The Green River Flood Control Zone District designs its flood hazard reduction projects in ways that improve instream and riparian habitat through the use of large woody debris, native plants, facility setbacks, and lay-backs.  In 1998 and 1999, significant out-of-water work was completed at these levees to setback the original alignment of the facility and to create mid-slope benches.  This year, the toe buttresses are being reconstructed to restore levee stability with the addition of large woody debris and native riparian vegetation to enhance salmon habitat. This King County presentation entitled The Disappearing Forest - our forested foothills at risk!  is designed to educate and inform your group about the value of forests, the risks that threaten them, and what we can do to keep the foothills forested.

Related Activities: Duwamish/Diagonal Sediment Cleanup Project

Efforts continue to address the effects of decades of pollution in the Duwamish.  One such project is sediment cleanup at the Duwamish/Diagonal combined sewer overflow (CSO) and storm drain (SD).  Sediments in the river, upstream (south) of the West Seattle Bridge, exceed State standards for mercury, PCBs, bis (2-ethylhexyl) phthalate, and butyl benzyl phthalate among other metals and chemicals.  A layer of contaminated sediment at least three feet thick will be dredged from 7 acres to provide the space necessary to install an isolating sediment cap without increasing the existing bottom elevations of the river. The isolating cap of clean sediment will isolate remaining contaminants from the water column and benthic (bottom) dwelling fish.  This project also includes source control measures established by King County and the City of Seattle.  The project will cost $8 million and will be paid for by Elliott Bay/Duwamish Restoration Program (EBDRP).  The EBDRP was established through a consent decree in 1991 between King County (Metro), the City of Seattle, and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration.  The State Department of Ecology is overseeing cleanup of the site.  Because the site is within the Lower Duwamish Waterway Superfund area (described in November 29, 2000 WRIA 9 newsletter), cleanup is being coordinated with the Environmental Protection Agency, Department of Ecology, and the Duwamish River Cleanup Coalition.

This cleanup will help reduce the entry of contaminants into the Duwamish food web and thus has the potential to help juvenile chinook salmon, which rely on the Duwamish estuary as an important rearing habitat before heading out to Puget Sound.

Grants Available
Salmon Recovery Funding Board - 4th Round Beginning

The fourth grant application round for the Salmon Recovery Funding Board (SRFB) will begin in early July.  In the third round of funding, the SRFB distributed over $36 million across Washington State for salmon recovery projects, and is anticipated to approve similar funding for this round.  

WRIA 9 is seeking project proposals that benefit salmon and the habitat and ecosystem functions on which they depend.  "Projects" can be acquisition and/or restoration projects that show strong benefit to salmon and certainty of success.  In addition, assessments that lead to individual projects or fill data gaps in the WRIA's strategy will be eligible for funding this year.  Project sponsors should be able to defend the ecological importance of the individual project; articulate how the project furthers the WRIA 9 strategy; and show how the project meets requirements set by the SRFB.  

Applications will be available in early July, and will be due to the WRIA 9 Project Selection and Funding Committee in Late August.  The WRIA 9 Steering Committee will approve WRIA 9 projects in the Fall, with final submittal to SRFB by November 20.

Project Assistance and Grants for Urban Forestry/Watershed Stewardship Projects: Natural Resource Stewardship Network

Need help with a habitat restoration project in the city?  Working in a community with special economic needs or environmental problems?  The Natural Resource Stewardship Network offers grants and technical assistance to community-based projects within the King County Urban Growth Boundary.  Technical assistance means that an expert from one of our member organizations will volunteer time on your project.  Help can come from an array of disciplines, such as urban forestry, soil science, wetland biology, landscape design, environmental education and more.  Grants are available up to a maximum of $75,000.  Grants are typically awarded in the range of $10,000 to $30,000.

Deadlines for 3-page preproposals are July 9 and October 9, 2002.  Projects must enhance and protect urban forest, soil and/or water resources through citizen stewardship and volunteer efforts.  Non-profit organizations, schools, special districts, cities and tribes are eligible. WRIA 9 Opportunity Fund Grants

WRIA 9 Wins $1.8 Million from Salmon Recovery Funding Board

On April 12, the Washington State Salmon Recovery Funding Board (SRF Board) awarded $1.8 million in grants for two of the four salmon habitat projects submitted to them by the WRIA 9 Steering Committee.  

The projects funded are the Middle Green Reach project that will acquire 110 acres of habitat on the Green River mainstem and Newaukum Creek ($1 million award) and the Kanaskat Reach project that will acquire 154 acres of habitat ($800,000 award).  The SRF Board did not fund the Branson Nearshore Acquisition project or the Duwamish Habitat Revival project.  

The $1.8 million award to WRIA 9 nearly doubles our grant awards from the Board to date (WRIA 9 was awarded a little over $2 million total in funding cycles 1 and 2).

For context, WRIA 8 received a total of $631,000 and WRIA 7 received $2.3 million.  Statewide, the SRF Board allocated $36.7 million for 128 habitat projects.
